· President: The current President of the World Bank is Ajay Banga, who took office in June 2023. The President is traditionally a U.S. citizen and is selected by the Bank’s Board of Governors.
Number of Member Countries
As of 2024, the World Bank has 189 member countries. These members are shareholders in the organization, and the number of shares each country holds is based on its relative economic power.
